· Compare and contrast the cultural characteristics of either Canada and Mexico or Canada and the Caribbean or Mexico and the Caribbean

· Explain how the environment influenced settlement patterns in one of the 5 regions of the United States (Northeast, Southeast, Midwest, Northeast, West)
